PREAMBLE 

Within the framework of the cultural agreements currently in existence between the two 

concerned nations and after approval of the principle of this agreement by the regulatory 
authorities in accordance with the regulatory procedures in effect in both countries, an 

international academic cooperation agreement is entered into by 

The UNIVERSITY OF CAEN BASSE-NORMANOIE-FRANCE, located at Esplanade de la Paix, CS 

14032, 14032 CAEN Cedex 5, 

represented by its President, Mr Pierre Sineux 

And 

THE UNIVERSITY OF LOUISIANA AT LAFAYITTE, located at 104 E University Ave, Lafayette, 

LA 70504, 

Represented by its President, Dr. E. Joseph Savoie 
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FRAMEWORK AGREEMENT OF INTERNATIONAL ACADEMIC COOPERATION 2015 

ARTICLE I 

The intended cooperation will be established and developed within the framework of this 

agreement, considered the founding charter, according to specific mutually agreed 

programs, within the fields of teaching particularly in disciplines common to both 

institutions. These specific programs and the terms of implementation are clearly and 

extensively detailed in appendices. These appendices are an integral part of this framework 

agreement and are subject to the same procedures of authorization and signature. 

ARTICLE II 

The aforementioned periodic cooperation programs define precisely: 

1) The fields of teaching in which the cooperation between the two institutions will 

take place for the period considered, as well as the objectives; 

2) The types of exchanges to put into place which can be notably one or several of the 

following activities: 

Regular exchange of documents, pedagogical materials between the 

institutions, teaching and research units, libraries or departments; 

Exchange or reception of teachers and students according to the regulatory 

procedures of both countries; 

- Organization of international conference. 

ARTICLE lll(a) 

For each part of the program which can be carried out independently, the required funds are 

precisely outlined in an appendix. 

ARTICLE Ill (b) 

In the particular case of student exchanges, it is agreed that the students will be selected 

according to terms stated in the appendix pertaining to each exchange program. 

The host school agrees to receive the students thus selected. 

The students selected to attend the University of Caen Basse-Normandie will not be required 

to take the CEF interview, pursuant to article 3 of the amendment to the CEF Agreement, 

dated 10 December 2007. 
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ARTICLE IV 

When approved by both institutions, the programs are presented to the national authorities 

and organizations of the two countries likely both to incorporate some of the foreseen 

activities into their cultural or scientific programs and to accept financial responsibility for 

them or to subsidize them, notably through the attribution of grants, funding for 

conferences, study missions, information or teaching. 

ARTICLE V 

An activity report is provided annually by each institution; it is given to the other party with 

possible suggestions for development or improvement. 

ARTICLE VI 

If problems arise, the parties agree to try and solve the conflict amicably by means of direct 

conciliation. In case of persisting disagreement, the framework agreement can be 

terminated with the terms of the article VI II. 

ARTICLE VII 

Any change to this framework agreement or to its appendices must receive prior written 

consent of both parties and be written as an amendment, six (6) months in advance. 

ARTICLE VIII 

This framework agreement of international academic cooperation takes effect on the day it 

is signed for a duration of five (5) years, and is renewable. Concerning national degrees, it is 

limited to the duration of authorization. In case of renewal, it is again subject to the 

procedures in effect in each institution. 

During the period of enforcement, this framework agreement can be terminated at any time 

by each and any party, by registered letter with return receipt, and with a six (6) month prior 

notice, and without consequence to the activities already in place.

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APPENDIX 1 

To the Framework Agreement of International Academic Cooperation 

signed 

by 

The University of Caen Basse-Normandie- France 

(and more precisely: l'IAE de Caen et le Carre international) 

and 

The University of Louisiana at Lafayette - USA 

In order to reinforce relations of cooperation between the two institutions, we decide to 

establish, by means of this document, the following program of student exchange based on 

the principles of reciprocity and mutual benefit: 

Article 1: field, level of study and number of students 

For the duration of this framework agreement each institution may send every year 4 

undergraduate students for one semester and 2 MBA students for one year to do a study 

period at the partner institution. 

The goal is to reach a balance in the number of students participating in the exchange on 

both sides over a period of two years. 

For purposes of determining the balance, three semesters of undergraduate work will be 

equivalent to two semesters in the MBA program. 
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This program is open to the following students: 

At the University of Caen Basse-Normandie, students enrolled in the 

Master 1 OMO and Master 2 Franco-America in 

At the University of Louisiana at Lafayette undergraduate students 

enrolled in French or business programs. 

Article 2: duration of the exchanges 

The selected students will spend either a semester or an academic year at the partner 

institution. 

Article 3: means of selection of the students 

The exchange applicants must be selected by the institutions from which they originate, 

according to their usual selection methods and criteria, within the requirements mentioned 

in this appendix. Applicants for an MBA program will be selected by the host institution. 

Article 4: language of instruction 

Mastery of the language of instruction used in the curriculum followed by the student in the 

host university is a prerequisite for participating in the exchange. Each university will take 

the necessary measures to ensure that the applicants master the language of instruction of 

the host university. 

At the University of Caen Basse-Normandie a TCF 82 level of French (or 

DELF, DALF) is required to take classes in the departments (U.F.R.). However no 

specific level of French is required to participate in an exchange at the Language 

Training Department (D.F.L.) or business classes in English. 

At the University of Louisiana at Lafayette, students need to get a score of 

81 at the TOEFL examination. 

Article S: registration 

Within the framework of this agreement, the host university does not collect registration 

fees from the visiting exchange students, including from students who, in Caen, would be 

enrolled in the Language Training Department (D.F.L.). 

Students shall be responsible for all textbooks and instructional materials. 
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Article 6; Insurance and other additional expenses 

Each party will be responsible for ensuring that the status of the students it sends to study in 

the partner institution is in accordance with the laws of the host country: health and welfare 

insurance, personal insurance, repatriation, etc. Students will be financially responsible for 

these expenses. 

Non-European citizens selected to study at the University of Caen Basse-Normandie will be 

required, like all students, to take out French medical insurance. The French health 

insurance only covers students from October 1st of the current year; students are required 

to take out private insurance covering their choice during their period of mobility in France 

before 1 October 

The students selected to study at the University of Louisiana at Lafayette will be required to 

purchase the medical insurance offered by the university. International students are 

enrolled automatically in this insurance plan. If a student is already covered under another 

health insurance plan, either an individual or family plan, the student may obtain a waiver of 

this insurance coverage. 

Transportation costs will be paid by the students. 

Article 7: lodging and food 

The host institution will also provide free of charge lodging and meals. The host institution is 
only obligated to provide the usual on-campus lodging and meals. If the students choose to 
decline the offer of on-campus lodging and meals the host institution is released from any 
obligation in this regard and is under no obligation to provide or secure alternative lodging 
and meals. 

Article 8: organization and educational content 

The home institution shall determine what courses will be accepted from the host institution 
for transfer credit, except as to the UL Lafayette MBA program. As the University of Caen 
students are earning an MBA degree, UL Lafayette will determine, in its sole discretion in 
accordance with their degree requirements, the courses that must be taken by the 
University of Caen students. Further, UL Lafayette will determine, in its sole discretion, 
which courses they will accept from the University of Caen for transfer credit and application 
toward the MBA degree. 
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Article 9: transcripts 

At the end of the period, each institution must provide the partner university with a detailed 

transcript of the classes attended and the grades obtained by the exchange students. 

Article 10: Rights and obligations 

During the exchange, the exchange students have the same rights and obligations as the 

students of the host University. 

Article 11: extension of stay 

The two institutions agree that, for the duration of the agreement, the exchange students 

will not be allowed to extend their stay at the host university without official authorization 

of the home university and consent of the host university. 

Article 12: visa requirements 

The exchange students will be responsible for applying for a student visa for the host 

country. They will have to provide proof that they have sufficient funds to sustain them for 

the duration of their stay. 

Article 13: program management 

Fanny Simon is appointed program director for the University of Caen Basse-Normandie. 

P. Robert Viguerie, Jr. is appointed program director for the University of Louisiana at 

Lafayette 

These two directors coordinate and organize the exchanges described in the present 

document. 

Article 14: validity 

The period of validity, conditions of termination or of change of terms of the partnership, 

and settling of legal problems are the same as in the framework agreement. 

Article 15: signatures 

This appendix is written in French and in the language of the other partner. Both versions 

are considered authentic. They are identical in spirit and interpretation. 
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The signing of this appendix does not imply any financial commitment of the t wo parties.

Article 2 : duree des echanges 

Les etudiants selectionnes pourront realiser une mobilite d'une duree d'un semestre ou 

d'une annee universitaire dans l'etablissement partenaire. 

Article 3 : modalites de selection des etudiants 

Les candidats a l'echange doivent etre selectionnes par les institutions d'origine selon leurs 

methodes et criteres habituels de selection, dans le respect des exigences figurant dans 

cette annexe.

Departement Formation en Langues {D.F.L.) ou suivre des cours de business en 

anglais. 

- A l'Universite de Louisiane a Lafayette, les etudiants devront obtenir un score de 79 

au TOEFL 

Article 5 : modalites d'inscription 

L'etablissement d'accueil ne per~oit aucun droit d'inscription de la part des etudiants qu'elle 

accueille en echange, y compris des etudiants qui, a Caen, seraient inscrits au Departement 

Formation en Langues (D.F.L.) dans le cadre du present accord. 

Les etudiants sont responsables de !'acquisition de taus les manuels scolaires et du materiel 

didactique. 
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Article 6 : assurances et autres frais supplementaires 

Chaque partie aura la responsabilite de veiller a ce que les etudiants qu'elle envoie en 

mobilite dans l'etablissement partenaire soient en situation reguliere au regard de la 

legislation du pays d'accueil : securite sociale, assurance responsabilite civile, rapatriement 

(etc.).
