Named for a former library director, the Gloria S. Cline Bibl iog raphic Instruction Laboratory (Bib Lab) is a 
SMART Classroom designed to faci l itate l ibrary instruct ion. The lab is equipped with a pod ium, instructor's 

computer with Internet access, ceiling mounted proj ector, document camera, DVD, VCR, mo torized 

screen, webcam, microphone, and enhanced sound and lighting. A t elephone connect ion is availab le. for 

web conferences. The classroom is used for l ibrary instruct ion only. Approximat ely 30 computers are 

avai lable for hands- on use. Capacity is 30 users.

Refe r en ce Online Cente r 

Th e Reference Online Center (ROC Lab) is located adjacent to the Reference Desk. This lab provides 

approximately 24 computers for research : searching of reference online databases, t he Library Catalog, 

and U.S. Government Information r esources. Word processing and Chem Draw software are also available. 

St udent Technology Enhancement Prog ram (STEP) f ees provide print ing availabil ity to t he University of 

Louisiana at Lafayette affil iated users. 

Prefe rence for use of computer s in the ROC Lab is given to researcher s accessing the Library's catalog, 

databases and government information resources. Those engaged in other act iv it ies may be asked to 

le.ave if a computer is needed for research. For more information regarding acceptable and unacceptable 

uses of the ROC Lab, visit our Reference Online Center Po licy. 

Requ est ing Libr a r y Inst r u ction 

General and special ized l ibrary instruct ion for u niver sity classes and off- campus groups must be 

schedu led in advance through the Head of Instructional Services. Non - university groups such as h igh 

schools are encouraged to schedule tours or instruction sessions during intercession. Classes comi ng to 

the Library for an instructional session are encouraged to have an assignment or project they are actively 
working on. Research has shown that library instruction is most effective when stud ents can immediate ly 

apply what they learn to work on an assignment. 

To schedule an instructional sess ion o r research appointment, u se the Instructional Request Form , o r 

contact Jennifer Hamilton, Assistant Professor and Head of Instruction, at (337) 482 - 1 160 o r 

j e.n@louisiana.edu. After r eceiving your request, our staff will work w it h you to p lan the session and 
identify potent ial learn ing outcomes revolving around the assignment or proj ect for which they will need 

to do research . 

We ask t hat i nstructors g ive at least two weeks notice in booking instructional sessions to al low t ime for 

the d esign of a session specific to your students' needs, but d on't hesitate to ask if you have a library 

in struction emergency.
