Appeals Process for Housing Exemptions
Any student who has requested for and has been denied an exemption to the on-campus residency

requirement shall have the right to appeal such decision in accordance with the University of Louisiana
The Heritage Apartments System Board of Supervisors Policy.

In order to appeal the administrative decision, an individual must follow the appeals process.

+ Submit a letter of appeal to oncampusliving@louisiana.edu by replying to official email notification of
the denial.

- Included in the letter must be sufficient evidence with supporting documentation justifying the appeal.
« Allow 5-10 business days for the paperwork to be processed and for you to receive further instructions.
- Students will have the opportunity to appear at the hearing when it is scheduled. This is not a
requirement, but is strongly encouraged. Only students are allowed into the appeal hearing.
