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Since  acquis i t ion of  the Lourdes  property  i s  being proposed as 

th is  p lan is  being developed,  obvious  freedoms are being taken 

to  orchestrate  poss ib le  Main Campus reorganizat ion.     Should 

the negot iat ions  not  result  in  the Univers i ty ’s  acquis i t ion of 

the Lourdes  property,  then there are several  a l ternat ives , 

which have not  been portrayed here.   At  the proper  t ime, 

those scenar ios  can and should be explored,  but  they are not 

a  part  of  the scope of  th is  study.

P H A S I N G 

M A S T E R  P L A N

The Main Campus space needs analys is  indicates  that  the bas ic 

academic  requirements  of  the Univers i ty ’s  undergraduate 

programs can be met  within  ex ist ing  renovated space in  th is 

sector.   There are,  however,  speci f ic  funct ional  needs,  which 

are  required now to meet  the demand of  speci f ic  programs 

such as  engineer ing ,  architecture,  and nurs ing.  I t  i s  proposed 

that  nurs ing be a l lowed to re locate within  the next  few years  to 

the St .  Landry  Corr idor  s i te ,  e i ther  temporar i ly  within  ex ist ing 

space or  bui l t- to-suit  space,  condit ioned on avai lable  funds.  

Relocat ions  of  departments ,  programs,  and undergraduate 

research programs can then be a l lowed.   These shi f ts  would 

a l low better  eff ic iencies  and meet  the requirements  of  their 

respect ive  miss ions.  These adjustments  should occur  over  the 

next  7  to  10 years  based on need and avai lable  funding. 

M A I N  C A M P U S

The pr imary focus  for  obtain ing and shi f t ing  the Lourdes 

Medical  fac i l i ty  i s  to  create a  new nurs ing fac i l i ty  and a 

broadened medical  concentrat ion.   Relocat ion of  the nurs ing 

col lege enables  the restructur ing of  the Main Campus.   This , 

too,  wi l l  a l low the Univers i ty  to  begin  consider ing expanding 

i ts  b iomedical  research potent ia l ,  something that  wi l l  further 

not  only  the academic  br idge to  Univers i ty  Common,  but  no 

doubt  the phys ica l  land connect ions  as  wel l .

S T .  L A N D R Y  C O R R I D O R

In  many ways,  Univers i ty  Common can begin  independent ly 

moving forward with the development of  real  estate within  the 

d istr ict  as  def ined.   Market  studies  indicate fa i r ly  aggress ive 

potent ia l  for  s igni f icant  mixed-use,  which wi l l  enhance 

any Univers i ty  miss ion,  inc luding research,  athlet ics  and 

community-supported amenit ies ,  such as  the performing arts 

center  and an expanded convent ion center.   I t  i s  suggested 

that  the Univers i ty  begin  immediately  developing strategies 

supported by covenants  and restr ict ions  d irect ly  re lated to 

var ious  development approaches and types  of  uses.
