If you want to use recombinant DNA or pathogens in your research, you m ust submit an app licat ion for 

review and approval to the Chair of t he Biosafety Committee. The Biosafety Committee Chair will 
determ ine if your a pplication requires full comm ittee review and schedule a meeting , as needed . 

The IBC provides guidance to University researcher s who use r ecombinant DNA o r bio logical agents in 

their research. The m ission of the IBC is to ensure chac research is conducced within exist ing laws and 

gu idel ines that aim to procecc che workers, the general public, and che environment.
