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Emergency Notification System 
The University's Emergency Notification System is designed t o provide immediate alerts for emergencies 

and threat s on campus. All students and employees must opt in to the Emergency Notification System t o 

receive the messages. 

A test message is sent in t he s pring a nd t he fall to ensure the system is working p roperly. 

The University has ta ke n step s to en ha nce it s ability to notify students, facu lty, and staff in the eve nt of a 

public emergency. We have learned that for our ENS to be effective, mult i ple overlapping technologies 

must be used. We also know that the success of t his program requires ever yone to do his o r her part. 

Your part is to understand this document, continue to be aware of your surroundings (See Something, Say 
Something), and contact University Po lice (911 o r 482- 6 447) in th e event of any emergency. 

All stu dents can register and update their ENS profile by lo gging into Ulink . 

General Information 
• The ENS system is desig ned to provide immediate notification for emergencies on campus. Even though 

the University may uti l ize the ENS for all emerg encies, it i s not d esigned for inc idents such as 

hurricanes, i n which there are days to prepare. 

• The University has the abil i ty to send t ext messages wit h its ENS to any and all of the fol lowing 

technologies: 

o Text messages 

o Cellular t elephone calls 

o Campus landline telephone calls 

o University website 

o University social med ia sites 

o University hotline 

• Init iat ion of the emergency not i f icat ion system shall be implemented by University Police o r other 

authorized persons. 
• The University has an agreement with a 3rd party vendor t o facilitate the implementation of any and all 

of these technologies. 

• Students and employees may register up to three phone number s and two email add resses wi th the 

University 's ENS. Students are encouraged to include parents and loved ones in t heir ENS profile.

• Registrants for the ENS are encouraged to u pdate their profile regu la rly, especially when they change 

phones o r phone se rvice. 

• The University's thi rd- party vendor may no t share student and emp loyee information w it h anyone, and 

may on ly use this information for ENS purposes. 

• During an emergency, student s and employees can check with the Unive rsity's hot line at 482 - 2222 for 

updated information. 

• The University runs a fu ll scale test on i ts ENS at least once every seme ster .
