If 

an ind ividual uses SANE services s/ he is under no o bl igation to file a report, but t he ev id ence will be 
preserved shou ld s/ he choose to do so. Heart s of Hope maintains SANE nurses that respond to Lafayette 

Hospitals as we ll as St. Mart in Hospital. Any survivor of Sexual Assault may request SANE services o r co be 

connected to SART by calling the 24- hour Hearts of Hope hotline at 337-232- RAPE (72 73). 
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
