Governor Kathleen Babineaux Blanco



Kathleen Babineaux Blanco, the

only woman to serve as governor of
Louisiana, held four different offices
and never lost an election during her 24
trailblazing years in public service. She
was the first woman elected to represent
Lafayette Parish in the Louisiana House
of Representatives, first woman elected
to the Public Service Commission, which
she served as chairwoman, and she was
elected lieutenant governor for two
terms.

In 2005, during her term as governor,
Hurricanes Katrina and Rita devastated
coastal Louisiana. Despite resistance, she secured more than $29 billion
in federal assistance for Louisiana’s recovery efforts. The investment
strengthened levees, rebuilt public infrastructure and awarded grants to
more than 128,000 families to rebuild their homes.

In addition, Governor Blanco directed the single-largest increase in
education funding in Louisiana history. She expanded the state’s pre-
kindergarten program and fully funded colleges and universities for the
first time in a quarter century.

The state earned national recognition for the economic development
initiatives Governor Blanco directed during her tenure. She retired from
office having built a solid foundation for continued storm recovery
efforts, leaving nearly $2 billion in surplus funds.

A native of Iberia Parish, Governor Blanco earned a bachelor’s degree

in business education from the University of Southwestern Louisiana,
now the University of Louisiana at Lafayette. She is married to Raymond
Blanco, a retired UL Lafayette vice president and former football

coach. They are the parents of six children: Karmen, Monique, Nicole,
Raymond Jr., Pilar and Benedict (1977-1997). The Blancos also have 13
grandchildren. Since leaving office, Governor Blanco speaks nationally

and internationally, does consulting and is writing her memoirs. Kathleen

and Raymond Blanco celebrated their 54th wedding anniversary on Aug.

to Governor Blanco’s gubernatorial papers, which she donated to

the University. The collection provides a unique vantage point from
which to examine an extraordinary period in Louisiana’s recent
history.
