o Cand idates for admission who are not cur rently work ing as teachers mu st have letters of 

recommendation from a non- relative , who has d irect knowled ge of the cand idate's potent ial 

for success as a g raduate level student and a working professional. Employer s and previous 
un iver sity / col lege faculty are examples of approp riate sources .
