¢ Return co: Undergraduat e & Graduate Degrees 

The prog ram of study leading to the degree of Master of Science in Geo logy p rovides coursework which 

will prepare the scudent to enter the professional field or continue studies toward a more advanced 

degree. The following f ield s are emphasized in terms of course and resear ch oppo rtun it ies : Petroleum 
Geology, Environmental Geology, Com pu ter Applications, Geochem istry, Geophysics, Hydrology and 

Water Resources, Sed imentology, Structu ral Geo lo gy, and Stratigraphy. 

Prerequisites 

To be admitted in regular status a student m ust have a d egree in geo logy or a related f ield from an 

accred ited u niversity and meet the minimal GPA and GRE scores established by the d epartment. A 

student who has not done so prior to entering the gr aduate prog ram must com plete certain 

undergraduate geology courses as determined by the Geo logy Graduate Committee. The stud ent 

should have knowledge of other related science and mathemat ics cour ses; the specific courses 

needed to satisfy this requ irement wil l be determined by t he Geology Graduate Commit tee when the 

student is accepted into the program. 

Co u r se Requ irements 

The usual program requires 30 semester hours of graduate cred it work, w hich comprises 6 hours of 

thesis credit and 24 hours of course credit. The 2 4 hours of course cred it mu st include a min imum of 

15 hours of graduate credit courses in geology. In addition, course level requirements for graduate 
work require 12 hours of 500 level cour ses, at least 9 of which m ust be in geo logy. Supportive 

graduate courses in a related field such as biology, chem ist ry, computer science, mathematics, 
petroleum engineering, physics, or statist ics are encou raged . Except unde r specia l circumstances, a 

thesis is requir ed. l f the thesis requirement is waived, permission of t he head of the department and 

substitution of suitable course work of not less t han 12 semester hour s are required . 
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
