Graduate Record Examination (GRE) scores must be received by UL Lafayette before the first
semester of graduate study. A combined GRE score of 1000 (verbal and quantitative} on the old
scale or a combined score of 302 with the new scale are used as reference values when
considering applicants

D. Three letters of recommendations written by individuals who are familiar with the student’s

ability to do graduate work. In most instances these letters should be from undergraduate

faculty or professionals in the field of Kinesiclogy (i.e., health, recreation, exercise science, and
sport management).
