Special Education: Gifted, M.Ed. 
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T he Master of Educat ion program in Education of the Gif ted is designed for elementary, middle, and 

secondary teachers who wish to specialize in the education of academically gifted students. Louisiana 

certification to teach the academically gifted requires certificatio n in one or more a reas of regular 
educat ion. Graduates of this program wil l be granted state certificat ion to teach in programs for the 

academically g if ted at the level(s) and in the subj ect(s) for which they ho ld regu lar certif ication, as well 

as in enrichment programs o r classes at al l levels. 

Admissio n Requirements 

In addit ion to the general admission requirements of the Graduate School, admission to t he g raduate 

p rogram in Gif ted Education requ ires the following : 

1. A val id teaching certi f icate in one or more areas of general education; 

2. Evid ence of either one year of full- t ime teaching experience o r current employment in a fu ll­

t ime teaching posit ion; and 

3. Three letter s of recommendation. Letters must address the candidate's potential to become a 

master teacher and to fac ilitate the learning of academ ically gi fted students.

Comprehensiv e Examination 

In add it ion to complet ion of t he above- id entif ied cou rsework , candidates for the M.Ed . degr ee in 

Special Education: Gi fted are required to complete a comprehensive examination that includes 
written and o ral components. The comprehensive examination is used to assess students' 

knowledge, sk i lls and u nderstand ings of the f ield of g if ted education . It is expected that t he 

written exam will be taken upon complet ion of the foundation and co re courses during the second 

summer in the cohort program. The o ral exam will be completed in the final semeste r of the 
p rog ram as part of the Capstone Presentat ion in EDCI 591. 
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
